9.    Premiums: Premiums will be applied in a jackpot format. Winnings will be dependent on 
entries in each class.

35. Best pair of steers (must be from same farm) 
36. Best 3 head (must be from same farm & can include one steer) 
37. ADULT SHOWMANSHIP - $20 entry fee can be paid by others – if paid entry 

doesn’t want to participate they will need to pay $40 to opt out -- entry fees will be used 
for showmanship champion jackpot!
